Nineteen non -profit professionals and board members attended a two -
day introductory course on fundraising hosted by the Palm Beach 
County AFP Chapter.  The òAFP Fundamentals of Fundraisingó was 
presented on September 27 and 28 at the Crowne Plaza Hotel in West 
Palm Beach, and included participants from Sarasota, St. Augustine, 
Daytona Beach, and throughout Palm Beach County.  
 

The course was team -taught by seven professionals, each with an aver-
age of thirty years fundraising experience: Stanton Cadow , CFRE; 
Marie Bloom Deckert , CFRE; Mark Glickman , CFRE; Bradley Hurl-
burt , CFRE; John Landry , CFRE;  Terry Lehman , CFRE; and Richard 

Miller , CFRE ( President of the Broward County AFP Chapter).  The course included a 
combination of lectures, PowerPoint presentations, and participant exercises and role -
playing.  It was intended for fundraisers with 0 -4 years of experience, and for board 
members wanting to learn more about fundraising.  
 

Weõre extremely grateful to everyone who attended the course as faculty or participants, 
and to our Chapter Administrator, Carol Heuser, for assisting with the marketing and 
registration process for the class.  The Chapter awarded two scholarships for members 
to attend the course, and was able to clear a small profit on the program.
