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Biography





Larry Butcher came to the organization in late 1999 as an overwhelmed caregiver who needed to have support, guidance and hands on intervention that was dementia specific.  Jeannette, his beloved wife, had been diagnosed in 1995, at age 55 with a form of Alzheimer’s disease.  They had been happily married for 35 years when they received this medical diagnosis. It was devastating for Larry and the entire family. Coping alone as a caregiver for the first 5 years was lonely and isolating. Jeannette was a dynamic person, an exceptional wife and a wonderful mother of their two sons. She was a former elementary school teacher. She was a noted Bridge player and instructor. She was very active in her community and served as a board member with many local charities. The disease process was unbearable. Jeannette’s deterioration during those years was alarming. The affects of the disease seriously impacted her behavior, causing her, at times, to react with anger and violence. She was no longer the calm, confident and vibrant woman that had been such a large factor in her family’s life. With little help from the medical community and other national organizations, Larry turned to Alzheimer’s Community Care in an attempt to embrace his new identity as a “caregiver.” During this transition, there was anger, desperation, and deep depression. Alzheimer’s Community Care put an effective dementia specific management strategy in place that both cared for and supported Larry as well as Jeannette.





Larry E. Butcher has served on the Board of Directors of Alzheimer’s Community Care since April 2001. He was elected as 2nd Vice President on April 2003 and as Chair of the Board of Directors in July 2007. He presently serves in this capacity. Alzheimer’s Community Care submitted his name to Governor Jeb Bush as a potential member of the Florida Alzheimer’s Disease Initiative Advisory Council. He was appointed by the Governor in 2005 and was reappointed in 2007. He served as Chair of the Advisory Council in 2007 and 2008 and remains a member. Larry also facilitates a weekly support group that has an average attendance of 25 plus caregivers.
