Financial Facts

•  There is no fee to establish a scholarship fund.
•  Scholarships may be endowed at the minimum gift 
    level of $25,000 (ensuring that they are awarded in 
    perpetuity). 
•  Minimum scholarship award is $1,000.

How to Get Started

•  Discuss a scholarship fund with your professional 
    advisor or a member of the Community Foundation’s 
    staff.
•  The Community Foundation will work with you to 
    customize a Fund Agreement.
•  Make an initial contribution.
•  Establish criteria for the scholarships.
